The Numbers

Conservatively estimated at an investment of $250,000 over 8 years, 118 teachers from Escondido’s 23 public elementary and middle schools have participated in Project LIVE where they work together all year as colleagues on how to utilize video production as a break-through educational approach in their classrooms. Their students have produced hundreds of educational videos that have won 50 awards since 2003. 
The Need

18,000 students in the Escondido Union School District “go to work” every day in classrooms with teachers dedicated to helping each child discover and develop their own potential and the skills they will need in the 21st Century workforce. Students and teachers alike crave opportunities to innovate. EEF is right by their side offering these opportunities for break-through learning through an extremely successful project with lasting value. 
The Results

Students participating in Project LIVE perform consistently better on their annual test scores than students who don’t.
